A.  EU commission in 2002 – Burma / Noel and Marcin to Thailand refugee camps.  Roma grant.  Expecting response in November.  Noel explains criticism of the EC grant department.  Objections no poperly controlled experiment, no academic proof, womens issues aren’t included , we weren’t considered to have expertise on the topic


B.  Any debate program can get 20% cost-share by OSI at the condition that proposals are sent long in advance.


C.  Coca cola – rejected our grant


D.  Socrates – Marcin explains the idea, we need to show concrete schools.


E.  National Endowment for Democracy – their interest has shifted to South East Asia, Burma, etc.


F.  Council of Europe – received a grant for Roma, 7,000 EU /  Proposal for the forum in Slovenia rejected because we are not a youth organization.  Submitted a new one for the Slovenia Forum.


G.  Preproposals for EC not accepted.  We have reapplied.  HJired a freelance proposal writer in Brussles he has worked for Counterpart International.

4. Noel / State Department Funding 

A. SEEYLI $640,000 plus we have gotten support for programs in country from the local US Embassies.  We have also hired a new staff person for the SEEYLI program.
