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Victor’s Justice, General Yamashita, and Collective Memories
of American Military Tribunals

This essay investigates some of the key legal and public remembrances of the
military trial of General Tomoyuki Yamashita. The author argues that
contemporary civic leaders and scholars have forgotten about some of the
problematics of this trial, where prosecutors were able to obtain a conviction
based on the novel notion of “command responsibility.” The essay concludes by
arguing that this case provides a cautionary tale for all of those who believe in the
desirability of having full and fair military trials.

The Socio-Political Utility of Academic Debate Competition
and Pedagogy: Educating Students to be Superior Advocates

for Change within the Social Persuasion Movement

The recent explosion of competitive, academic debate programs within
nontraditional contexts and settings, such as Eastern Europe, Central and Eastern
Asia and within domestic, inner-city school districts through the efforts of the
Urban Debate League and the Karl Popper Debate Program, has reenergized the
discussion and debate among forensic professionals regarding participation



outcomes. What is the ‘end state’ of a pedagogically sound debate experience?
Does debate truly serve a purpose beyond the classroom and/or competitive
tournament contexts? This study collected data from forensic professionals
(N=241) and education administrators (N=43) from across the globe. The data set
was used to analyze perceptions of relative importance and attitudes of
commitment towards eight critical debate outcomes: 1) social activism; 2)
governmental participation; 3) educational outcomes; 4) competitive excellence;
5) academic success; 6) moral/ethical outcomes; 7) cultural understanding and
tolerance; and 8) communication/advocacy skills. Significant differences were
noted between U.S.-based and multinational groups. In general, administrators
and multinational forensic professionals were closer in their perceptions of what
they thought were appropriate outcomes for the debate experience.
